The Impact of Domestic Violence on the Family Unit: A Closer Look at Gender and Cultural Dynamics
Vilma Reyes, Psy.D.

As our awareness of the prevalence of domestic violence increases, so does our need for clinical skills in working with the many individuals and families affected by this violence.  This course provides a thorough overview of domestic violence, with an emphasis on its impact on the family unit. Course participants will learn about the occurrence of domestic violence in the United States and common dynamics that occur in families where domestic violence occurs.  Risk assessment and safety planning strategies will be reviewed.  Current research-based interventions (for both victims and perpetrators of domestic violence) will also be discussed. This course also provides a closer look at unique cultural factors and implications for therapy for intimate partner violence in LGBT relations, ethnic minority families, and female batterers.

Vilma Reyes, Psy.D. is currently a staff psychologist in the Child Trauma Research Program in the Department of Psychiatry at San Francisco General Hospital where she provides bilingual assessment and child-parent psychotherapy to young children who have experienced domestic violence and/or other interpersonal trauma. She also provides monthly trainings on attachment and trauma for the Canal Alliance in Marin. Through her varied roles as a family therapist, mental health consultant, and family resource specialist with Head Start, Dr. Reyes developed an expertise in working with the 0-5 population. She also has experience in working with adolescents, as well as adult caregivers, who have experienced domestic violence. Training in the empirically-supported Attachment, Self Regulation, and Competency (ARC) model for conceptualizing and treating complex trauma has dove-tailed with her strengths-based approach in working with both children and families.
